The lions club will be 
serving the beverages, and the legion will be serving food. Mabis card renewal is this month. 
Had 2 grass fires so far this year.  
 
Public Works: All Christmas decorations have been taken down, besides the light-up tree in the 
park due to the steaks frozen in the ground. Cut down smaller trees growing on banks of myrtle 
lake, got the beaver dam on baker creek taken care of, changed oil in the 1 ton, wire brushed and 
repainted rusted piping in well house 2(asked to be done by the DNR), heater in well house 1 
went down, Brent Swiggum assisted and installed a new thermostat, B&M will be here next 
week to work on the lift stations, ordered a new wiper motor for sidewalk plow, new sander is 
installed on the 1 ton(it works great), had to do repairs to dump truck plow the turn plate for the 
cylinder broke off the plow, was able to weld together ourselves, McCormick Electric will be 
replacing the inop bulb on the light that is on pine street bridge, had to do a water shut off locate 
at a house on North Clayton.
